Club Update

     Last month's "Archery hunting in Oregon" meeting was well attended with
more than 55 members in the room. Hunter Ed instructor Stan Rider gave
an excellent primer on archery hunting that covered calling, ethics, equipment,
tactics and new hunter development. He also took questions from the audience
and discussed his views of the value of Archery Hunter Education one of the
recommendations of the Archery Review Committee Questionnaire.
     Larry Cooper, Deputy Administrator for the ODFW, was on hand to present
the recommendations of the Archery Review Committee and he helped clarify
the proposal details for all that had questions. The questionnaire that we had
everyone fill out was from the OHA State organization and was designed to help
give the state board direction as to the membership's opinions about the
recommendations that ODFW staff intends to propose to the ODFW commission
about archery hunting. Our thanks everyone for helping out OHA - to both Stan
and Larry for taking time from their busy schedules to make excellent
presentations and all the members that filled out the questionnaires. Kudos!
     The ODFW's Draft Cougar Management Plan was recently released and has
quickly become this month's hot topic. It can be viewed online and ODFW is also
soliciting comments from the public both online and at public meetings around
the state. I would encourage everyone to take time to read the plan, even
though it's over 100 pages long, and submit their comments so that your opinion
will be considered.

     The OHA State Board has not yet taken a formal position on the plan's
recommendations but will be discussing it at the September 17th state board
meeting. I obviously can't discuss the plan with everyone individually, but would
be glad to read your comments sent via email or letter. There have been some
concerns voiced already regarding the cost of the program and the lack of public
participation (Houndsmen). Also remember though, that the Hoodview Chapter
Board as well as the OHA State Organization is on record as demanding that
ODFW address the predation problem affecting Oregon's huntable wildlife with
the threat of a lawsuit attached. This is ODFW's response to that demand and is
a good starting point for consideration. It may not be implemented in it's current
form or at all but at least we are now able to conduct a dialog with our members
and the ODFW on the subject. More significant is that predation has been
recognized as a real threat to Oregon's hunting opportunities.

Anti-Hunting/Animal Rights Threat Updates

National Policy to Protect Hunting Introduced - (08/11)

Landmark congressional legislation has been introduced to protect hunting on federal lands.

Senate Bill 1522, the Hunting Heritage Protection Act, sponsored by Sen. Saxby Chambliss, R-GA; Sen. Ted
Stevens, R-AK; Sen. Richard Burr, R-NC; and Sen. Lisa Murkowski, R-AK will establish federal recognition of
the intrinsic value of hunting as recreation and as a wildlife management tool.

The bill is similar to one developed and promoted by the U.S. Sportsmen’s Alliance (USSA) in 2000.  That
legislation was supported by a coalition of nearly 70 state and national conservation organizations.

“Specifically, the Act establishes in law Congress’ recognition of the significant role that hunters play in
conservation,” said Bud Pidgeon, USSA president.  “This law will direct federal agencies to support, promote
and enhance recreational hunting opportunities.”

Pidgeon said that a key element of the Hunting Heritage Protection Act is a stipulation for “no net loss of
hunting” opportunities.  Under this provision, the government is directed to maintain, at the minimum,
current levels of federal hunting lands to be open for sportsmen’s use.  If federal lands were to be closed to
hunting, the no net loss directive requires the opening of compensatory huntable lands.

At the state level, Illinois, Georgia and Maryland have passed Hunting Heritage Protection Acts based on the
USSA model.  Pennsylvania and Oregon have seen the introduction of bills that also prevent the net loss of
available state hunting lands.

A hearing on SB 1522 is expected in the Senate Committee on Energy and Natural Resources when Congress
returns from summer recess in September.

Take Action!  Sportsmen should contact the members of the Committee on Energy and Natural Resources
and ask them to support SB 1522.  Let them know the bill will help protect recreational hunting lands and
ensure that no net loss of huntable public land occurs.

An Introductory Note from Your New Newsletter Editor

Hi, my name is Mike Grialou, and I am the new Hoodview newsletter editor as well as the webmaster and board
member at large. After many years of exemplary service, Rick Williams has passed the editing duties over to me
due to his new role as State Vice President. I am proud to take this on, and I intend to maintain the same high
standard of quality that we have come to expect. I thought I would share a little about myself and let you all know
how to get articles, recipes, photos, and anything else of interest to me for inclusion in our newsletter.

I live in northeast Portland, not far from the JJ North’s where we hold our chapter meetings. I grew up in
California, graduated from UC Davis with honors, and moved to Oregon in 2001 after visiting another expatriate
Californian friend who didn’t have to try very hard to convince me that this was the place to be. Suffice to say that
the way things were changing in California didn’t suit me very well, and I find Oregon a much better place to live
and raise my family. I am married, have a 2 year old daughter and a son on the way.

My father, uncle, and grandfather started taking me on hunting trips before I was old enough to have a license.
Passing the Hunter Safety course and getting my first hunting license meant more to me than getting my driver’s
license. I have many fond memories of shivering in an aluminum boat, waiting for ducks to fly over our decoy
pattern, or being caught having to drop the fishing pole and grab the shotgun, since all the action seems to
happen at once. I learned how to properly dress and butcher a deer from my grandfather, and it became my job to
schlep his deer for him as he got older and couldn’t drag or carry his deer down from his spot so well anymore.

I never minded doing that for a minute, even though it seemed that he had made some kind of deal with the deer
in the area we hunted that enabled him to get a buck every year, while the rest of us only saw does and spikes.
That wasn’t exactly true, but it seemed like the old man never failed, while the rest of us went home skunked most
of the time. As a teenager and young adult, I started hunting upland birds with the few like-minded friends I had
at the time. That was also the time at which I discovered how organized and vocal the anti-hunters in California
were at the time. Of course they are even louder and more organized today. During that same time, I also raised
my first hunting dog, who eventually accompanied me to the dormitory and was subsequently banished for the
crime of being a dog.

I couldn’t understand, and still don’t understand, how and why a movement that claims to be favorably inclined
toward preserving nature and teaching respect for the natural environment can be so blinded by ideology as to fail
to recognize a knowledgeable and powerful ally, but I soon learned that pointing out the fact that the first wildlife
and habitat conservation movements were started by hunters didn’t make me any friends. It continues to frustrate
me that the real losers are the future generations whose opportunity to enjoy the outdoors in all aspects continues
to diminish because of arguments that amount to not being able to see the forest for the trees. That doesn’t stop
me from trying to educate anti-hunters who claim sincerity with respect to conserving our natural heritage. I don’t
believe that two wrongs can ever make a right, nor do I believe that the differences between hunters and anti-
hunters who really want to give future generations a chance to experience nature cannot be settled to everyone’s
benefit. Maybe that is pie in the sky thinking, but I’d rather see the glass half-full.

To that end, it is time to get to the real point: We, as hunters and outdoorspeople, have a tough row to hoe in
terms of getting our position recognized in public. The perception of us as backward and uneducated is not only
wrong, but very much in need of change. As webmaster, I am learning all sorts of techniques to disseminate
information and raise awareness. One of the goals we have for our website is to be able to apply pressure to
politicians, bureaucrats, and other people with the power to make or influence decisions that directly affect our
rights to own firearms and hunt. You will notice that our website is now linked to the US Sportsmen’s Alliance, of
which our chapter is also a proud supporter. I would like very much to hear from all of you about anything you
might find on the internet that could provide more information for all of us, and, just as importantly, who we need
to contact to let them know our position. You will start seeing more opportunities to send e-mail to those who
claim to serve the interest of the public and express your opinions about general or specific issues that affect our
traditions and rights as hunters.

It is my job to make as much information available to as many hunters in the state of Oregon as possible, but I
need your help to do it well.
