Would you like to kick off 2006 by 
participating in a fun family volunteer 
event, right here in our own back yard? 
Then bring the family out and join us as 
we help the Johnson Creek Watershed 
Council (JCWC) and their partners with 
the 8th Annual Johnson Creek 
Watershed Wide Event. Volunteers will 
get a Watershed-Wide perspective on 
winter invasive plant removal, native 
planting, surveying, naturescaping, 
composting, and more. 
On February 25th, 2006 the Watershed 
Wide Event will bring hundreds of 
volunteers together from throughout the 
Johnson Creek watershed to twelve 
sites for a variety of activities. The 
OHA Hoodview Chapter has "adopted" 
the beautiful Powell Butte Nature Park 
and will sponsor this year's effort there. 
Powell Butte, a 600-acre park in the 
City of Portland, has over nine miles of 
trails through open meadows, orchards, 
and forests. The butte is an extinct 
volcano with a 630 ft summit from 
which, on a clear day, you can see the 
snowy peaks of Mt. Hood, Mt. Adams, 
Mt. Jefferson, and Mt. St. Helens. 
This year Hoodview volunteers will do 
double duty again. One group will work 
with chainsaws to remove invasive 
non-native Hawthorn trees while 
another group will plant trees and 
bushes as we did last year. Volunteers 
are asked to bring a shovel and work 
gloves or a chainsaw and related 
equipment. This is a great family event 
and volunteer opportunity giving us a 
chance to put our best foot forward 
early in 2006. So rain or shine, bring 
the family and come out at 8:30AM on 
February 25th to help preserve and 
restore wildlife habitat at this unique 
park.
