Conservation and Humane Groups
File Suit to Prevent Killing of
Oregon Cougars

PORTLAND, Ore. (June 22, 2006) — A
group of conservation and humane
organizations filed suit today in the
U.S. District Court for the District of
Oregon to stop federal and state
agencies from Killing approximately
4,000 cougars over a five-year period,
out of an estimated current cougar
population of 5,100. The groups charge
that the decision by officials at the
Department of Agriculture’s Wildlife
Services to Kill the cougars on behalf
of the Oregon Department of Fish and
Wildlife without first examining the
potentially adverse environmental
effects  violates  the National
Environmental Policy Act.

“The stated objective of the plan is to
reduce  perceived  cougar-human
conflicts, but the plan’s only method of
reducing conflicts is to kill cougars,
and lots of them, while ignoring more
humane and effective alternatives and
paying lip service to conflict
prevention,” said Spencer Lennard,
director of Big Wildlife, an Oregon
advocacy group. “We’ve encouraged
agencies to use time tested and proven
preventative non-lethal strategies that
save lives and tax dollars, but
unfortunately the agencies have
decided to ignore this advice and

employ their lethal methods.”

The plan, which the Oregon Fish &
Wildlife  Commission approved in
April, is based on a scientifically
unsupported assumption that Oregon’s
cougar population has increased
exponentially since the 1994 voter-led
ban on hound hunting. Yet biologists
and cougar experts disagree with that
assumption and believe that the plan is
based on an outdated and flawed
population model. Despite the lack of
scientific support or reliable cougar
population estimate, the commission
approved the plan.

Wildlife biologists explain that public
complaints are not correlated with
trends in cougar populations, or even
with the presence of cougars, but
instead are related to a number of other
factors including an increase in human
population, human encroachment into
wildlife habitat, and the effects of
media coverage. A California study by
Dr. Paul Beier, leading expert on
cougar-human conflicts, found that up
to 95 percent of all cougar sightings

and complaints are due to the
misidentification of wildlife species and
pets.

“Indiscriminately reducing the

population is a biologically reckless
and scientifically flawed approach for
reducing conflicts, yet this is the sole
focus of the plan,” said Kelly Peterson,
ballot issues director for The Humane
Society of the United States. “Most
experts agree that the most reliable and
effective method of minimizing conflict
is through education, yet this plan
includes no recommendation for public
education, nor does the plan consider
any other non-lethal management
tools.”

“The Oregon Cougar Management Plan
is not only scientifically flawed, but is
also legally deficient,” said Marianne
Dugan, attorney for the plaintiffs. “By
any measure Killing 40 percent of the
cougar population in Oregon is a major
federal action requiring full disclosure

of environmental impacts to the
public.” “The change in management
strategy from targeting specific lions
causing damage to indiscriminate
killing focused on adult female cougars
without even knowing the estimated
population size is beyond reckless” said
Sharon Harmon, executive director of
the Oregon Humane Society. “This plan
dismisses the wishes of the majority of
Oregonians who twice voted to protect
cougars.”

The lawsuit was brought on behalf of
Big Wildlife, Oregon Humane Society,
The Humane Society of the United
States, Klamath Siskiyou Wildlands
Center; BARK, Cascadia Wildlands
Project, Mountain Lion Foundation,
and Umpqua Watersheds.

PETA Sways Ralph Lauren to
Change Dress Code

One of the world’s most stylish fashion
leaders has caved to the demands of
animal rightists and will drop fur from
future collections.

Polo Ralph Lauren Corporation
announced on June 8 that it will remove
fur from all of its merchandise and
home collections beginning with its
holiday 2006 collections. People for the
Ethical Treatment of Animals (PETA)
claims the company decided to go fur-
free after a series of meetings with the
animal rights group in February and
March 2006.

According to a PETA press release, the
organization showed anti-fur
propaganda videos to Polo Ralph
Lauren  executives  during the
meetings.Polo Ralph Lauren sent PETA
a signed statement of assurance
acknowledging its intent to stop

advertising for fur, cancel pending
orders for fur products and stop selling
fur goods. The Associate Press reported
that the company declined to say how
much the cancelled orders would cost
them financially.

“The U.S. Sportsmen’s Alliance was
disappointed to find out that a
worldwide fashion leader has conceded
to an extremist animal rights
organization that wuses intimidation
practices to sway opinions on animal
rights issues,” said Rick Story, USSA
senior vice president.

The move by Polo Ralph Lauren
represents the first major designer
house to abandon fur since Calvin
Klein did so in the 1990s. Late last
year, J. Crew Group Inc. caved to
PETA pressure and stopped selling fur
after the group launched a boycott

campaign and  staged  protests
nationwide.
Bill Safeguards Hunting

Opportunities on Federal Lands

Legislation to ensure the protection of
quality, federal hunting land has been
introduced in Congress.

On May 3, U.S. Rep. John Sweeney, R-
NY, introduced HR 5287, the Hunting
Heritage Protection Act. A key element
of the bill is a stipulation for “no net
loss” of hunting opportunities on
federal land. Under the provision, the
government is directed to maintain,
within the confines of state and federal
law, current levels of federal hunting
lands. It requires the opening of
compensatory huntable land if an area
is closed to the sport. House Resolution
5287 awaits debate in the House
Resources Committee. A similar bill,
SB 1522, was introduced in July 2005
by Sen. Saxby Chambliss, R-GA. It
awaits debate in the Senate Energy and
Natural Resources Committee.

These bills are similar to one developed
and promoted by the U.S. Sportsmen’s
Alliance in 2000. That legislation was
supported by a coalition of nearly 70 state
and national conservation organizations.
